Over the years our fresh ideas and product innovations have
changed wood floors from simple planks to finished floors that
are easy to install and maintain. We work with species from all
over the world and have created a wide range of designs.

Kahrs is situated in Nybro, in the heart of the forests of
Smaland in Sweden, where everything began 150 years ago.
In 1857, Johan Kahr, started producing wooden articles for
the local farmers. In the 1930s Gustaf Kahr, grandson of the
founder, began work on an engineered wood door to perform
under extreme indoor and outdoor climate variations. After
several years, the door was introduced to the market and
went on to become a great success. Kahrs soon integrated

the engineered technology into wood floors. In 1941, Kahrs
introduced the first three-layer floor construction. Sixty years
later, this threelayer construction remains the standard for the
majority of engineered wood floors. In 2000, Kahrs launched
the Woodloc® mechanical joint system -another world first and
perhaps one of the most crucial inventions relating to wood
floors today.

In addition to technology, we are innovators of design. We have
learned how to combine the intrinsic beauty and expression

of wood with leading floor technology to produce high quality
wood floors that are stable and pleasing to the eye.






Inventor of the engineered wood floor

The engineered wood floor is constructed on the multi-layer principle and uses
modern construction that is stable and stays level even during seasonal variations
in temperature and humidity.

KAHRS - THE SAME AS A SOLID

The construction of our floors takes full advantage of the entire wear layer on each plank. Kahrs plain-sawn wear layer is fully
comparable in thickness to a solid strip floor wear layer — this is because sanding is only possible down to the tongue and
groove in solid floors. Kahrs solid top layer for the 15mm, 14mm and 11mm floors can be professionally sanded and
refinished up to two times during its lifetime, guaranteed. This is not possible with thin peeled veneers.

Our Kahrs floors can be installed over subfloors and existing floors,
on all floor grades and in any room with the exception of full baths.

During our constant efforts to perfect the wood floor we discovered
the Woodloc® joint. We were the first floor manufacturer to use this
revolutionary method of joining boards. Woodloc® not only makes
installation easier, it also makes the joints tighter. Wood is a natural
material that is affected by changes in humidity. These changes
subject the joints to great stress. The Woodloc® joint has proven
superior to traditional joints in withstanding stress and minimizing
gapping. The entire joint construction is made of wood and
completely integrated into each board withouth the addition of
foreign material.

THE BEST CLIMATE STABILITY

Wood is a living material that is affected by seasonal and climatic
changes. Kahrs has devoted a great deal of research in determining
the perfect balance of sound engineering and performance. The re-
sult: a stable floor with minimal seasonal movements.

The strongest surface

The surface of the floor is visually the most important part. Therefore,
the surface treatment should be strong enough to withstand daily wear
and tear but thin enough to highlight the wood's natural beauty. For
Kahrs, look and durability are equally important, which is why we have
a durable finish. Just a minimum amount provides a surface that will
last for generations.

That is why we create some of the most beautiful wood floors in
the market. At Kahrs, the way our floors affect the environment is equally important to

their visual beauty.

An ecological approach permeates everything we do. The
wood comes almost entirely from Scandinavia and Europe
where new growth exceeds that which is harvested. Kahrs
offers Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) certified products as
well as wood from controlled origins that are in accordance
with environmental standards. Our dedication to the enviro-
ment dictates the strict exclusion of: illegally harvested wood,
forests with threatened conservation values, genetically modi-
fied organisms, forestry practices that violate people’s civil
rights, and wood from forests harvested for the purpose of
converting land to no-forest use.

The multilayer construction of our floors allow us to take full
advantage of each log, using less of the species than solid
floors while 75 percent more stable. Since the late 1990s, our
production facilities have maintained consistent environmental
certification. Our unique approach to using the “whole log”
theory means that each log’s bio wood waste is converted into

energy pellets that supply electricity for our plant and sur-
rounding production facilities. Anything left over is returned to
the forest.

Kahrs was the first hardwood flooring manufacturer to receive
ISO 9001 quality management certification and the first to
achieve I1SO 14001 environmental certification under revised
2004 guidelines. Kahrs is also the first flooring manufacturer
to boast of an entirely solvent-free production process. Health
conscious families can breathe easily with a Kahrs floor which
contains less formaldehyde than an apple, very few chemicals
and virtually no harmful chemical emissions.
